• Willingness to step in and provide leadership and mentoring as needed. 
• Complete activity reporting online. 
• Agree to be guided by the Girl Scout Mission, Promise and Law, and the procedures and 

guidelines of GSWW and Girl Scouts of the USA. 
• Create a welcoming atmosphere for youth and adults from all different social, cultural, 

ethnic, and economic backgrounds. 
• Maintain GSWW confidentiality standards. 

Qualifications: 

• Required Training: Complete all GSWW outdoor related training. 
• Experience: Experience with Girl Scout outdoor programs and belief that GSWW 

members need opportunities in nature.
