Application must be postmarked by January 15 in order to be considered in that 
calendar year. All completed applications should be sent together with four (4) 
supporting Letter of Endorsement. The Adult  Recognition Committee reserves the 
right to recommend a different recognition which they feel would be more 
suitable. Final approval is made by the Council Board of Directors and will be 
awarded at Girl Scouts of Western Washington Annual Meeting. 
 
 
Criteria for Selection: 
 
 

1. The Summit Award is offered by Girl Scouts of Western Washington for 
non-Girl Scout groups or individuals (i.e. schools, libraries, churches, 
businesses, community groups or clubs, etc). 

2. The candidate has provided meritorious service which has had council-wide 
effect of lasting value.
